25 Butterfield Terrace (11A-75) abuts our 407 North Pleasant Street (11A-77) and has been of interest to us since we
bought 407 in 1989. Across from 25 Butterfield is a vacant UMass lot where the faculty apartments stood until a year
ago. UMass will build something new on thislot.

We shall ask our alumni if they are interested in loaning us the $270,000. We have atrack record here: from 2003 to
2008 we borrowed $475,000 in mortgage backed loans from our Brothers. We repaid the loans plus $101,239 in interest.
If Brothers are not interested in loaning at this time, we shall apply to our bank.

The 25is0.78 acre and our 407 is 0.91 acre. We have some possihilities here to build additional rental income housing.
UMass now charges $1,000 per month for relatively small bedroom singles in afour student apartment. 25 Butterfield
will accommodate 4 studentsin 2 large bedrooms in the existing space. A second floor rear dormer could create 2 more
large bedrooms and a second bath to make for 4 large single bedrooms.
